"NOTIFICATION"

The Chairman, Himachal Pradesh Board of School Education in exercise of the powers
vested in him under section 19(3) of The HimachalPradesh Board of School Education Act, 1968 is
pleased to implement the policy of two Board Examinations for Class 10" from March, 2026
Examination.

Background

Para 4.37 of National Education Policy-2020 stipulate that Board exams will also be
made ‘easier’, in the sense that they will test primarily core capacities/competencies rather than
months of coaching and memorization; any student who has been going to and making a basic effort
in a school class will be able to pass and do well in the corresponding subject Board Exam without
much additional effort. To further eliminate the ‘high stakes® aspect of Board Exams, all students
will be allowed to take Board Exams on up to two occasions during any given school year, one main
examination and one for improvement, if desired,

In view of the above, as per NEP-2020, Himachal Pradesh Board of School Education has
decided to implement the policy of two-time Board Examinations for classes 10" from the Academic Session
2025-2026.

Scheme of Two-time Board Examinations

1. General Instructions :-

(i) There should be two exams for Matriculation during each academic year,
(a} The 1*' exam which is conducted during February- March shall be known as
the *“MAIN EXAM”,
(b) The 2™ exam which is conducted during June-July shall be known as the
“IMPROVEMENT EXAM”,
(i1) It is mandatory for all the students to appear in the “MAIN EXAM”.
{111) On the basis of result of main examination (1% exam) the students will be divided
into three distinct categories.

(a) Essential Improvement. This category shall include those students who have
passed atleast three subjects out of five compulsory subjects. They shall be
allowed to be appear in 2" exam in two subjects. If they qualify both these
subjects in 2™ exam then he/she shall be declared pass. If they qualify only one
subject in 2™ exam, they shall be placed under compartment category. If they
don’t qualify in both the subjects, he/she shall be placed in “Essential Repeat™
category. Provided further that they shall also be allowed to give improvement
exam in one subject out of three subjects already passed by him/her.
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(b) Optional lmprovement. Any candidate who has passed the 1% exam in all
compulsory subjects and wishes to improve his/her performance shall be allowed
to do so in only three subjects out of five compulsory subjects.

(c) Essential Repeat Category. Any candidate who has failed to qualify atleast
three subjects out of five compulsory subjects shall not be allowed to take 2"
exam and shall be placed in Essential Repeat Category. Such candidate shall be
allowed appear during main exam in next academic session.

(iv) For students whose result in the first examination 1s Compartment, such students
will be allowed to appear in second examination under C ompartment Category.
Scheme for Special Categories :-
(1) Sports Category :
{a) Any student who could not appear in one or more subject(s} during first exam
due to sports activities shall be allowed to appear in remaining exams during 2"
exam.
(11) Winter Bound School :
{a) Any student who could not appear in one or more subject(s) due to inclement
or adverse weather condition shall be allowed to appear in 2™ exam in remaining
subjects,
(i1i) Sickness or other Circumstances :
(a) In case of sickness or other circumstances like accident etc. such students
shall be allowed to appear in one or more subjects in 2™ exam on making written
request to the Chairman of the Board and subject to other formalities as laid in
Examination Regulations.

No special exam will be conducted for categories mentioned above at Sr.
No 2(i) to (iii) separately.

Any of the special categories fail who to qualify Matriculation
Examination shall be placed under “Essential Repeat Category™ and will be
eligible for Matriculation Examination in March in next year.

Conduct of Internal Assessment :-

Internal assessment will be conducted only once before the main examinations.
Conduct of Practical :-

(1) In case of the subject with practicals, marks obtained by the student during main
exam shall be counted for result preparation and no separate practical exam would be
conducted during improvement exam.

(ii) In case any candidate has failed to give practical exam during main exam due to
reasons beyond his/her control, he/she shall be allowed to appear in practical on
making written request to the Chairman and on furnishing adequate evidence.
Syllabus and Scheme of Examinations:-

(i) Both the examinations shall be conducted in full syllabus meant for the year.

(ii} The scheme of studies and scheme of examinations shall be remains the same.
Submission for the examinations Forms:-

(1} Filling of examination forms and appearing in the Main/first examination will be
compulsory except special categories.

(ii) Examinations forms for the 2nd examinations will be filled within 15 days trom
the declaration of 1 Examination Result with fee prescribed for compartment
category by Himachal Pradesh Board of School Education from time to time.
However, no fresh candidates will be added for 2nd examination.
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(iil) Subject change will not be allowed from main examination to improvement exam
except permitted as per policy.
(iv) Examination Centres for 1 Examination and 2" Examination will be fixed as per
norms in rule 9.1.2 of the Regulations.
7. Additional Subject

(i) Additional subject will be permitted to only those candidates who have qualified in
Matriculation examination in main exam.

(11) Candidate from other equivalent Boards who have passed the Matriculation exam

and wish 1o pass additional subject shall be aliowed to appear in main exam.
8. Result Declaration :-

{1) Result of all the students will be declared as per Examination Bye-Laws.

(11) Result of First examinations will be declared in the month of April/May.

(i1} Result of second examinations will be declared in the month of July/August.

(tv) Performance of main examination will be made available in Digi-Locker. This

could be used for admission to class X1 if the student does not wish to appear in 2nd

examinations for improvement. Passing document will be issued to all the students
only after the results of Second examinations.

(v) Better of the two examination result/marks will be awarded to students,

9. Post Result Facilities :-

acilities of Photocopy, verification and re-evaluation will be available after
declaration of results as per existing rules.
10. Admission in Class XI :-

Students placed in essential improvement category shall be allowed provisional
admission in class 11" subject to the condition that they should have to quality
Matriculation before or simultaneous to 10+1 exam as per HPBoSE Examination
Regulations.

The Chairman, Himachal Pradesh Board of School Edueation shall be
competent to relax/amend any provision of the policy of dual Examinations,
